   - Sneakers/closed shoes only ð NO BOOTS 
   - PE uniform for 4th ð 8th graders: grey t- shirt with logo and    
     navy shorts (logo optional).  
   - label all uniform items clearly with studentõs name 
   - check the lost and found for missing items

AFTER-SCHOOL SUPERVISION 
Judson has procedures for after-school supervision. Please 
follow these guidelines to make sure your child is 
supervised and safe. 
Students must be picked up by 3pm except in one of the 
following situations. 
1.   The student goes to after-school care. This is mandatory 
for all students from KG to 8th grade if they are not picked 
up by 3pm. 
2.   Students who are on sports teams are under the 
supervision of coaches until the practice or game is over. At 
that time, if they are not picked up they must go to after-
school care. 
3.   Students who live locally and play on campus must 
report home by 3pm, change out of Judson uniform and 
then may return to campus under their parentsõ 
supervision.
